Conservation Covenant

Â To the greatest extent possible:

Ç Maintain in perpetuity a large contiguous undeveloped 
natural area for the purpose of protecting the flora and fauna 
that depend on the Bog

Ç Manage the Bog as a functional raised bog ecosystem as 
understood by the best science of the time

Ç Maintain the extent and integrity of the water mound and the 
peat that encloses it, and in particular the upper porous 
acrotelm upon which the persistence of the bog ecosystem 
depends

Ç Prevent any occupation or use of the Bog that will impair or 
interfere with the current state of the Bog or the natural, 
scientific, environmental, wildlife or plant life values relating 
to the Bog.
